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The Illuminated Torah: Yonah Weinrib
The Book of Exodus: Illumination, Calligraphy and Commentary

Yeshiva University Museum announces an exhibition of works by Rabbi Yonah Weinrib, on view in the Popper Gallery from February 4 – May 20, 2007.  The exhibition of all new work will include 55 illuminations of the Biblical Book of Exodus on parchment.  
Weinrib is a master of calligraphy, micrography, and papercut, and his mediums include gouache, acrylic, pen and ink, and watercolor.  Every aspect of his art, from the ornamentation and illumination to the illustrations themselves, is informed by his own profound Biblical scholarship, with written commentary accompanying each piece.  A limited edition facsimile with a full English translation and commentary, is being created specifically for the project.   
A Torah scholar and Judaica artist for many years, Rabbi Weinrib has published art volumes on Pirkei Avot/Ethics of the Fathers, Hallel, Bar and Bat Mitzvah, Megillat Esther, the Manuscript Shiron, a series on Birkat Hamazon, and numerous individual commissions.  He has lectured and exhibited internationally, and his works are featured in private collections, museums, and galleries worldwide.  This is the third exhibition of his work at Yeshiva University Museum.
